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TASK ORDER NUMBER 20 
 
This Task Order No. 20 is an amendment to and made a part of the Agreement dated February 1, 
2008, between Gainesville-Alachua County Regional Airport Authority (Owner) and URS 
Corporation Southern, (Engineer) as amended (Exhibit C).  This Task Order No. 20 includes this 
scope of services, labor and expense costs (Exhibit A), and project schedule (Exhibit B).  The Scope 
of Services for this Task Order No. 20 is as follows: 
 
A. SCOPE OF SERVICES 
 

I. Project Description 
 

The CLIENT hereby retains URS to furnish engineering services for:  
 
• Gainesville Regional Airport, Rehabilitate R/W 7-25 – Preliminary Engineering 
 
The above described improvements are hereinafter called the PROJECT. 
 
Rehabilitate Runway 7-25, Preliminary Engineering 
 
The Runway 7-25 asphalt pavement is listed as “poor” and “very poor” in the 2008 FDOT 
Statewide Airfield Pavement Management Program (PCI 42).  The Florida Department of 
Transportation Aviation Office has agreed to participate in a statewide research demonstration 
project with the Owner to rehabilitate the runway pavement.  FDOT has requested that the 
Owner accomplish a preliminary geotechnical investigation and evaluate a number of possible 
pavement rehabilitation methods:  central plant recycling, hot-in-place recycling, cold-in-place 
recycling, full depth reclamation.  The outcome of this preliminary engineering task will be the 
determination of a suitable rehabilitation method for the research demonstration project.  
Results of this phase will be documented in a report with supporting documentation. 
 
The deliverable will be a narrative report with a recommendation for the demonstration project 
methodology.  The report will be accompanied by cost estimates, supporting drawings (typical 
section(s), sequencing/phasing plan), and other supporting documents. 

II.   Services by Engineer 
 

The engineering services that URS and subconsultants shall furnish to the CLIENT under this 
Agreement shall include those defined below. 
 

A. Basic Services 
 

1. Preliminary Design and Project Evaluation Phase 
 
1.1 Confer with and provide general consultation and advice to the CLIENT  and FDOT 

with respect to project requirements, construction costs, schedule, project phasing, 
operational impacts, and other pertinent preliminary design requirements of the 
PROJECT, including coordination with the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), 
Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), and other concerned agencies on matters 
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affecting the PROJECT. URS and subconsultants will research and review relevant 
record documents that the CLIENT has on file and conduct necessary field 
investigations of the project areas.  The goal of this task is to provide the Owner and 
FDOT with a recommendation about the best demonstration project method for the 
pavement rehabilitation.  A limited number of project drawings will be developed to 
describe the project limits, proposed pavement section(s), and preliminary project 
phasing/sequencing. 

 
1.2 Field surveying is not part of this task; it will be included in a future design phase.   
 
1.3 Preliminary geotechnical work will be accomplished in this phase to determine the 

nature and condition of the existing asphalt, base, and subbase soils for this PROJECT.   
 
Additional Services
 
If authorized in writing by the CLIENT, URS will furnish or obtain from specialty 
consultants the following services in connection with the PROJECT. 
 
2. Design Phase 

 
2.1 Collect engineering data and undertake field investigations not included in the 

Preliminary Phase as may be necessary for the proper design of the PROJECT.  Survey 
existing conditions and document same. 

 
2.2 Provide general consultation and advice to the CLIENT with respect to the final 

design of the PROJECT, including meeting and design conferences to obtain 
information and to coordinate or resolve final design matters. 

 
2.3 Prepare plans, specifications, contract documents and detailed construction cost 

estimates for award of a construction contract(s) as coordinated with, reviewed by, and 
approved by the CLIENT and the FAA.  Prepare an Engineer’s Report in accordance 
with FAA criteria and distribute to the CLIENT, FAA, and FDOT. 

 
2.4 Prepare necessary permit applications with supporting drawings, figures and 

attachments for a City of Gainesville permit exemption. 
 
2.5 Furnish the CLIENT with up to ten (10) sets of the final plans, specifications and 

Contract Documents for agency coordination and suitable for advertising for 
construction bids. 

 
2.6 Assist the CLIENT with project advertising, conduct or be present at the Pre-Bid 

Conference, issue addenda as required to respond to questions and requests for 
clarification during bidding, and related bidding phase tasks. 

 
2.7 Assist the CLIENT in obtaining proposals from construction contractors for the 

construction of the PROJECT, review technical qualifications of bidders, review and 
tabulate all proposals received by the CLIENT and make recommendations to the 
CLIENT for the award of construction contracts subject to the CLIENT’s investigation 
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of the bidder’s financial qualifications and to the concurrence of the CLIENT’s legal 
counsel. 

 
Other additional services might include: 
 
1. Make major revisions to completed or partially completed design plans and specifications to 

incorporate changes made to the scope of work after approval of said element of the project 
by reviewing agencies provided that these revisions are not attributable to any errors or 
omissions of URS. 

 
2. Prepare construction contract change orders or supplemental agreements involving major 

changes or revisions of the completed construction plans, specifications or to construction 
operations which are not attributable to any error or omissions on the part of URS. 

 
3. Prepare to serve as a consultant, witness or representative for the CLIENT in any public 

hearing, public information meeting or other administrative proceeding involving the 
PROJECT.  Such consultation and representation in connection with litigation or other 
legal proceedings involving the PROJECT shall be covered under subsequent 
supplemental agreement. 

 
4. Assist the CLIENT in performing any inspection of facilities constructed under this 

Agreement after final acceptance of the work but prior to the expiration of any contractor’s 
warranty periods imposed in construction contract documents. 

 
5. Furnish additional copies of final plans, specifications and contract documents beyond the 

ten (10) called previously for use in advertising for construction bids or other review 
purposes. 

 
6. Perform services involving the preparation of rate schedules, earnings and expense 

statements, feasibility studies, appraisals, evaluations or other similar detailed analysis that 
are not normally required in the scope of the PROJECT. 

 
7. Prepare drawings from field measurements or existing construction when required for 

planning additions or alterations thereto where they are not included in the original scope of 
the PROJECT. 

 
8. Perform additional engineering surveys as may be necessary for the proper design and 

construction of the PROJECT. 
 

9. Perform additional assessment or remediation design services associated with the presence 
of underground petroleum storage tanks or contaminated soils or water. 

 
10. Represent the CLIENT in the Pre-Construction Conference. 

 
11. Provide general consultation and advice to the CLIENT with respect to the Construction of 

the PROJECT. 
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12. Perform weekly inspections (not including the services of full-time inspectors) of the 
PROJECT while construction is in progress to observe the progress, workmanship and 
quality of material for conformity with the plans, specifications and construction schedule 
and provide appropriate reports to the CLIENT. 

 
13. Perform or arrange for the services of a full-time Resident Project Representative to 

perform observations of the performance of the work of the contractor during the 
construction of the PROJECT.   

 
14. Review and approve, if acceptable, for compliance with the design concept of the 

PROJECT and compliance with the information given in the construction contract 
documents, all detailed construction shop and erection drawings and materials samples 
submitted by the Contractor(s). 

 
15. Perform quality assurance testing of materials as may be necessary for the proper 

construction of the project.  Review reports of field inspections and testing activities 
performed by the contractor, testing laboratory or others. 

 
16. Prepare routine change orders or routine supplemental agreements as may become 

necessary during construction of the work, it being understood that change orders or 
supplemental agreements involving major changes or revisions to plans, specifications or 
construction operations will be performed in accordance with “Additional Services”, 
described herein. 

 
17. Review and recommend for approval, monthly and final progress payments to the 

contractor, change orders, supplemental agreements and time extensions. 
 

18. Perform final inspection with representatives of the CLIENT and appropriate governmental 
agencies of the completed PROJECT. 

 
19. Provide project closeout documentation and record drawings based on the observations of 

the engineer, the inspector, and the contractor’s marked up drawings. 
 

20. Prepare and /or verify “as-built” information provided by the construction contractor(s) by 
means of a survey crew. 

 
21. Perform other than routine services when required by audit subsequent to the completion of 

the PROJECT. 
 

22. Additional services not otherwise provided for by this Supplemental Agreement as may be 
determined as necessary to accomplish the PROJECT and authorized in writing by the 
CLIENT.  Compensation for changes to the scope of the project, additional services or 
additional work is subject to negotiations between the CLIENT and URS. 

III.  CLIENT’S RESPONSIBILITIES 
 

The CLIENT’s responsibilities shall include the following: 
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1. Coordinate the CLIENT’s requirement for the PROJECT with URS. 
 
2. Provide copies of pertinent documents, reports, plans, specifications, photography, 

standard forms and other similar data available to the CLIENT that are required by URS 
for the proper performances of his services. 

 
3. Provide information and make decisions as may be required to prosecute the work in a 

timely manner. 
 

4. Perform, or authorize URS to arrange to have specialty consultants perform, all 
necessary test borings, sub-surface investigations, testing of soil samples and engineering 
surveys as may be required by URS. 

 
5. Reimburse URS for the costs of printing contract plans, specifications and contract 

documents required for the securing of bids for the PROJECT and for the use by 
contractors, sub-contractors, testing laboratories and others having need for such 
documents, less any amount paid to URS by prospective bidders or others, for copies of 
these documents. 

 
6. Advertise for and accept proposals from bidders, review URS’s recommendations on the 

technical qualifications of the bidders and investigate the bidder’s financial and legal 
qualifications. 

 
7. Review insurance documents submitted by contractor(s) for conformance with the 

construction contract documents. 
 

8. Authorize URS to arrange for the hiring of a full-time or part-time Resident Project 
Representative (RPR) to perform observation of the performance of the work of the 
contractor during the construction of the PROJECT. 

 
9. Provide payment of permit application fees to URS or directly to the agency as necessary 

to complete submittal requirements to respective management agencies.

Preliminary Design Phase:  lump sum fee of $24,240 plus reimbursable not-to-
exceed fees of $8,134.  Total fee = $32,374.

3. Routinely, the monthly meetings begin at 4:00 PM; locations may vary. 

4. At the appropriate time on the agenda, the Chairman will recognize the citizen wishing 
to address GACRAA. 

5. After being recognized, the citizen should step up to the microphone on the lectern, 
unless otherwise indicated by the presiding officer, and give his/her name and address in 
an audible tone of voice. 

 
B. ADDRESSING GACRAA  
      (if not on the printed agenda) 
 

1. A citizen may ask to be recognized under the category CITIZEN INPUT - NON-
AGENDA ITEM.

1. A citizen may ask to be recognized to speak on a particular topic that is under 

discussion.

D. ADDRESSING GACRAA: All remarks shall be addressed to GACRAA as a body and not to 
any member thereof.  No person other than a member of GACRAA and the person having the floor 
shall be permitted to enter into any discussion, either directly or through a member of GACRAA, 
without permission of the presiding officer.  No question shall be asked except through the 
presiding officer.
