Call To Order By the Chair  Chair Win Phillips called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m. 
 
Invocation  Kinnon Thomas delivered the invocation. 
 
Pledge of Allegiance   Chair Phillips led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
 
Moments of Silence 
Moments of Silence were observed in memory of former GACRAA member, Roger Brower, and 
former GACRAA employee, Tate Fisher.   
 
Mr. Brower served on the GACRAA Board April 1998 – April 2001.  He was also a former 
Station Manager for Eastern Airlines at GNV. 
 
Mr. Fisher was the Director of Operations at the Gainesville Regional Airport for approximately 
15 years and retired in June of 2006.   
 
Roll Call 
Authority Members Present at Roll Call: Billy Brashear, Bill Breeze, Ron Ewers, Ian Fletcher, 
Win Phillips, and Kinnon Thomas were present.  Remzey Samarrai arrived at 4:06 p.m.   
 
Mark Goldstein and Janet Woods were absent.  
 
Ex-officio member Brent Christensen was absent. 
 
City of Gainesville liaison Erik Bredfeldt arrived at 4:16 p.m. 
 
Determination of a Quorum: A quorum was present at roll call. 
 
Approval of Monthly Meeting Highlights for March 25, 2010 
Mr. Thomas moved approval of the monthly meeting highlights for March 25, 2010.  Mr. 
Ewers seconded the motion.  Motion passed. 
 
Adoption of Agenda 
Mr. Thomas moved to adopt the agenda.  Mr. Fletcher seconded the motion.  Motion passed. 
 
Citizens’ Input – Non-agenda Items - None 
 
Airport Authority Input – Non-agenda Items - None 
 
Airport Business: 
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Information Items: 
Mr. Penksa reported that a St. Johns River Water Management District (SJRWMD) permit for 
the wetland impact of the new access road was received on April 21, 2010. 
 
Mr. Penksa reported that a Request for Bids for the Multi-Modal Facility, a.k.a. Ground 
Transportation Hub, will be advertised in early May with bid opening in mid-June. 
 
Mr. Penksa reported that the Alachua County Board of Commissioners approved the 
Intergovernmental Agreement and acceptance of the conservation easement in favor of the 
SJRWMD on property recently jointly purchased with the County.   He noted that GACRAA has 
received a permit from the SJRWMD for the previous Taxiway A extension and previous tree 
clearing activities. 
 
Mr. Penksa reported that a 30% design meeting was held with Passero Associates and a first step 
permitting meeting with the city was held on April 27, 2010 regarding the consolidated rental car 
facility. In addition, the 30% design meeting and first step meeting was held regarding the 
expanded rental car ready return lot. 
 
Mr. Penksa reported that the Taxiway B Rehabilitation project has been completed and FAA 
Entitlement Funds have been received for 95% of the eligible project costs. 
 
Mr. Penksa reported that a Request for Statements of Qualifications from solar design-build 
contractors was advertised on April 25, 2010.  This RSQ is for contactors interested in the 
Airline Passenger Terminal solar photovoltaic installation project.   Responses are due by May 
21, 2010.  Proposals from pre-qualified design builders are expected in late June or early July. 
 
Mr. Penksa reported that the General Aviation Apron Rehabilitation project has been completed.  
A final inspection with FAA was completed and the work was accepted.  Some minor warranty 
work has been completed since project acceptance. 
 
Mr. Breeze stated that Gator Aviation Services continues to experience drainage problems in 
front of the hangar following heavy rain.   
 
Mr. Penksa reported that staff will visit the Gator Aviation Services site following the next heavy 
rain event to determine extent of the water run-off.  He noted that the drainage in the area in front 
of the Gator Aviation Services has improved now that the GA Ramp Rehabilitation has been 
completed. 
 
Mr. Bill Prange, URS Corporation, stated that there is one small area that does retain water for 
approximately ½ day following a heavy rain.  He stated that water on approximately 2/3 of the 
GA ramp does flow in a direction toward Gator Aviation Services and that the drainage has 
improved.  He noted that an existing inlet and downstream pipe from the front of the hangar is 
undersized and a bottleneck for draining water from the front area of the hangar.  Expanding the 
drainage capacity was outside the scope of the project. 
 
Mr. Penksa reported that the Airport Master Plan Update has been submitted to FAA for 
approval.  The update addresses a proposed future relocation of Taxiway A.  The update needs to 
be approved by the FAA prior to applying for funding for a rehabilitation project on Taxiway A.   
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The consultant has completed 100% design documents for rehabilitation of both Taxiways A and 
C.  Both projects will be ready to bid in mid-May subject to FAA funding and approval. 
 
Mr. Penksa reported that 100% design documents for the South Lighting Vault project will be 
submitted to staff on April 30, 2010.  The project is scheduled to be advertised in mid-May 
subject to FAA funding and approval.  
 
Mr. Penksa reported that the first meeting of the Airport Marketing Task Force was held on 
March 23, 2010.  A good representation of area employers, frequent fliers and economic 
development agencies were represented.  The task force members were enthusiastic about the 
program.  Members will make visits to area employers to ask them to adopt a “buy local” travel 
policy.  A draft travel policy has been created for their use as well as a simplified presentation. 
 
Mr. Penksa reviewed the Air Traffic Volume and Load Factors Reports.  He noted that load 
factors for both airlines are up over last year.  He stated that Delta has had some oversold flights.  
Mr. Penksa stated that Delta will eventually phase-out its 50-seat Canadair CRJ aircraft in favor 
of 70-seat Canadair CRJ-700 and/or 90-seat Embraer ERJ-190 aircraft.  
 
Finance Report 
Mr. Matt Lyons, CFO/Business Manager, reviewed the Finance Report for the period ending 
March 31, 2010.  He reported the following results:

Mr. Thomas moved to accept the Finance Report.  Mr. Ewers seconded the motion.  Motion 
passed. 
 
Facilities & Planning Committee Report 
Mr. Penksa reported that the Facilities and Planning Committee met on April 14, 2010.  He 
reported that the committee was informed of a proposal by University Air Center (UAC) to build 
a two-story expansion of the general aviation terminal.  He stated that UAC has requested an 
extension of ten (10) years to the current FBO lease agreement which expires in 2023.  He noted 
that the UAC proposal was considered by the Finance, Audit and Operations Committee on April 
21, 2010.   Mr. Penksa reported that the Facilities and Planning Committee was in favor of 
extending the FBO lease agreement under certain conditions.  The committee recommends that 
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UAC be subject to an independent financial audit with respect to its responsibilities under the 
existing agreement prior to being granted an extension. 
 
Mr. Penksa reported that the committee considered a request to remove Article 12 – Right to 
Repurchase from the Airport Industrial Park Covenants and Restrictions.  He reported that the 
committee recommends approval to remove Article 12 from the Airport Industrial Park 
Covenants and Restrictions.   
 
Dr. Erik Bredfeldt, City of Gainesville Planning & Development Director, indicated that the City 
is not interested in purchasing property from Airport Industrial Park owners and is in favor of 
deleting Article 12.  Dr. Bredfeldt stated that 4 of 6 Airport Industrial Park property owners have 
signed-off on the deletion of Article 12 from the Airport Industrial Park Covenants and 
Restrictions.   
 
Mr. Thomas moved to adopt Resolution 10-016 concurring with an amendment to Article XII of 
the Second Amended and Restated Declaration of Protective Covenants and Restrictions of the 
Airport Industrial Park, Unit I, Unit II and Unit III; and providing an immediate effective date.  
Mr. Breeze seconded the motion.  A roll call vote followed:  Dr. Brashear – aye, Mr. Breeze – aye, 
Mr. Ewers – aye, Mr. Fletcher – aye, Mr. Samarrai – Nay, Mr. Thomas – aye, and Chair Phillips 
– aye.  Motion passed 6-1. 
 
Mr. Penksa reported that Dr. Bredfeldt provided a report on a recent U.S. Department of Justice, 
Environmental Division Consent Order to fund remediation of property within the Airport 
Industrial Park that has not been platted due to environmental contamination issues related to 
Sperry-Rand operations.  The Consent Order paves the way to future platting and selling of land 
that was formerly considered unmarketable.  
 
Finance, Audit & Operations Committee Report 
Mr. Penksa reported that the Finance, Audit & Operations Committee met on April 21, 2010.  He 
reported that the committee discussed the proposed extension of the FBO Lease Agreement in 
more detail than the Facilities and Operations Committee.  Mr. Penksa reported that the Finance, 
Audit & Operations Committee supports the proposed lease agreement extension in principle 
with certain conditions. 
 
Mr. Don Stanley, Attorney for the Authority, clarified that the Board can consider approval of 
the FBO Lease Agreement after the parties negotiate the agreement, complete a financial audit 
and prepare a formal document for Board consideration. He also clarified that it should not be 
the intention of GACRAA to become financially entwined with University Air Center. 
 
Mr. Penksa noted that it is prudent to conduct a financial audit of University Air Center prior to 
moving forward with an extension of the FBO Lease Agreement. 
 
Mr. Thomas moved the committee’s recommendation to agree in principle to a ten-year 
extension of the FBO Agreement dated April 28, 2003, between Gulf Atlantic Airways, Inc. 
d.b.a. University Air Center (“UAC”) and GACRAA contingent upon University Air Center’s 
funding and construction of at least a $1.5 million expansion of the FBO terminal building.  
The extension of the FBO Agreement is also contingent upon successful financial audit of 
UAC’s responsibilities under the existing agreement and successful negotiation with 
GACRAA of changes to the FBO Agreement, which may include any desired administrative 
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changes, report requirements and address any fees or services not covered in the existing 
agreement, or any other changes, terms and conditions as required by GACRAA.  The 
Agreement shall clearly reflect that it is not an exclusive FBO Agreement and that other 
qualified FBO operators will be considered by GACRAA.  The Agreement shall include a 
provision stating that GACRAA shall review all construction plans and specifications and 
financing agreements for the construction of the addition and may require any surety 
necessary to guarantee said construction or other responsibilities under the agreement.  The 
required improves must be completed in accordance with the approved plans and specification 
and all applicable codes and ordinances.  The extension agreement shall be subject to the 
approval of the FAA, GACRAA legal counsel and the GACRAA's Board.  Mr. Breeze 
seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  7-0. 
 
Mr. Penksa reported that emergency debt relief is provided for in Passenger Facility Charge 
(PFC) legislation.  He stated that staff has met with FAA officials who are assisting with the 
application for the proposed plan to apply PFC revenue to service debt on the former Eclipse 
Aviation Service facility.  
 
Mr. Thomas moved to adopt Resolution 10-022 approving amending Passenger Facility 
Charge Application # 3 at Gainesville Regional Airport to use PFC revenue for emergency 
payment of debt service.  Mr. Ewers seconded the motion.  A roll call vote followed:  Mr. Breeze 
– aye, Mr. Ewers – aye, Mr. Fletcher – aye, Mr. Samarrai – aye, Mr. Thomas – aye, Dr. Brashear 
– aye, and Chair Phillips – aye.  Motion passed 7-0. 
 
Mr. Thomas reported that the Board had previously approved a renewal of the Employment 
Contract with Allan J. Penksa, Chief Executive Officer. 
 
Mr. Thomas moved to adopt Resolution 10-023 authorizing execution of Second Amended 
Employment contract with Allan J. Penksa.  Dr. Brashear seconded the motion.  A roll call vote 
followed: Mr. Ewers – aye, Mr. Fletcher – aye, Mr. Samarrai – aye, Mr. Thomas – aye, Dr. 
Brashear – aye, Mr. Breeze – aye, and Chair Phillips – aye.  Motion passed 7-0. 
 
As a follow-up to a Finance, Audit & Operations Committee question, Mr. Stanley reported that 
the GACRAA Enabling Legislation does not provide the Board with taxing authority. 
 
ICMA-RC 457 Plan – Loan Agreement Provision – Resolution 10-024 
Mr. Penksa reported that a GACRAA employee asked whether the Board would approve loans 
from the ICMA-RC 457 Plan.  Mr. Penksa noted that contributions to the 457 plan accounts are 
made entirely by the employee(s) who participate in the plan; there are no GACRAA matching 
funds in the 457 plan.  
 
Mr. Thomas moved to adopt Resolution 10-024 amending a retirement plan to permit loans.  
Mr. Breeze seconded the motion.  A roll call vote followed: Mr. Fletcher – aye, Mr. Samarrai – 
aye, Mr. Thomas – aye, Dr. Brashear – aye, Mr. Breeze – aye, Mr. Ewers – aye, and Chair 
Phillips – aye.  Motion passed 7-0. 
  
Tenant Reports 
Mr. Bill Pokorny, University Air Center general manager, stated that fuel sales are down.  He 
stated that UAC will switch fuel suppliers on May 1, 2010.  UAC will switch from AvFuel to 
Phillips Aviation Fuels.  Mr. Pokorny announced that the “Wings & Wheels” event that was

planned to take place on May 14, 2010 had been cancelled due to scheduling conflicts.  He also 
noted that two F-18 had stopped at the airport on April 27; he explained the potential economic 
impact of their fuel purchase(s) to GACRAA.   
 
Airport Authority Attendance 
No issues to report at this time. 
 
Airport Authority Comments 
Mr. Breeze reported that he has obtained commitments from the following organizations willing 
to take part in an aviation education camp in 2011: Civil Air Patrol, ARFF Station, Santa Fe 
College, Joint Aviation Unit and University Air Center.    He recommended scheduling the camp 
in April 2011 during Spring Break.  Mr. Pokorny stated that many camps operate during the 
summer months and cautioned not to rule out July or August of 2011.

No person other than a member of GACRAA and the person having the 
floor shall be permitted to enter into any discussion, either directly or through a member of 
GACRAA, without permission of the presiding officer.  No question shall be asked except 
through the presiding officer.
